Credit Transfer Policy was adopted in the CBCS scheme, In continuation to that, following modalities
are proposed to introduce the Useful Guidelines for Credit Transfer Implementation to the University
Student Marks Sheet under NPTEL & other than-NPTEL (SWAYAM) MOOCs offered through
SWAYAM (Study Webs of Active-Learning for Young Aspiring Minds) Portal. Guidelines are presented
in Marathi & English languages where, the total items are fifteen.

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Useful Guidelines for Credit Transfer Implementation
to the University Student Marks Sheet under NPTEL & other than-NPTEL
(SWAYAM) MOOCs

1. University Examination Section will transfer the credits to the University department or
conducted/affiliated college student marks sheets for the SWAY AM Online Courses (MOOQOCs)
which are already decided by the University MOOC Committee in beginning (tentatively in
months of July & January) of the semester.

For that, consent letter (along with qualified SWAYAM Certificate & attachments
mentioned below in item-2) from the relevant students will be forwarded in time by the Head
of Department/Principal for further essential process. In that regard, nominated college
SWAYAM Mentor & University SWAYAM Coordinator will orderly assist college principal
and Head of the Department.

2. While forwarding the application/consent form for credit transfer of department or college
students, it will be expected to follow the courses recommended by the University MOOC
Committee. Also, MOOCs List (already published in course section on university website),
Credit Transfer Circular/Notification, MOOCs Directions & these rules are to be attached along
with.

3. On behalf of the University MOOC Committee, the elective courses from CBCS programmes
will basically be fixed with MOOC:s as alternative for the relevant semester. So, the Academic
Section of the university may put such courses in alternative options with SWAYAM online
Courses hereafter.

4. SWAYAM MOOCs are to be of Four weeks, Eight weeks, Twelve weeks, fifteen weeks,
Sixteen weeks and twenty-four weeks.

5. Its course credits as per the prescribed duration of SWAYAM MOOCs in NPTEL (SWAYAM)
as well as CEC (SWAYAM) recommendation guidelines (published on SWAYAM website)
as for one / two credits for a total period of four weeks; two / three credits for a total period of
eight weeks; three / four credits for a total period of twelve weeks & four/five credits for a total
period of fifteen/sixteen weeks duration MOOCs. Hence,

e MOOCs with a duration of four weeks will be eligible for a total of one or two credit
transfers against concerned university course.
e MOOCs with a duration of Eight weeks will be eligible for a total of two or three credit

transfers against concerned university course.
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e MOOCs with a duration of twelve weeks will be eligible for a total of three or four credit
transfers against concerned university course.
e MOOCs with a duration of fifteen/sixteen weeks will be eligible for a total of four or five
credit transfers against concerned university course.
It is mandatory to send the credit transfer consent/application forms of concerned students as
maintained in item no.1 along with results of the MOOCSs implemented on that session by the
college/department to the examinations section, KKSU, Ramtek by post or at email-
exam@kksu.org within at least 10 days.

However, the University Examination Department will be expected to receive the
application form/credit transfer consent from at least prior to filling up the University
Examination Form’s last dates in that particular session/semester. This is the responsibility of
the nominated Mentor Professor and the Principal of the concerned college and the Head of the
university department; so that it will be easier for the university to take further action.

In some special cases, a qualified MOOC (by department or college student) will remain valid
to apply or send consent/application form for credit transfer implementation to the university
till one year from the date of result declaration of that particular MOOCs. But in order to
transfer the credits during the year or semester, he/she applied, must be pursuing the same
university programme without any gap in affiliated college or university department.

The conversion of the obtained percentage/marks in particular MOOC to the grade/marks of
the university course will be in accordance with the grade format given in ordinance prescribed
by the University of that Course. (However, it is to be noted that the minimum passing mark of
the MOOC:s is 40 or more than 40.)

Courses hosted by SWAYAM are in the patterns of 75: 25 (Proctored Online Examination
Marks: Assignment Marks). However, this format appears to have changed from time to time.
It is also clearly mentioned on the MOOC certificate received.

However, the pattern of written exam & internal marks of the respective courses (e.g.
60:40, 70:30 or 80:20 etc.) in the university syllabus may vary with MOOCs pattern. In such
cases, obtained marks scores in proctored MOOC online examination & MOOC assignment
both will be converted or assigned to the university course grade/marks format (viz. 60:40,
70:30 or 80:20) in accordance with particular course ordinance. For example —Student ‘A’
enrolled with B.A Sanskrit university programme; hereafter applies/ enrolls for MOOC (e.qg.
Introduction to Spoken Sanskrit) online course recommended on behalf of the Course One:
Sanskrit by the University MOOC Committee & approved by the essential authorities. He/she
while learning the MOOC in stipulated duration has submitted assignments time to time online
to SWAYAM. Paying the prescribed exam fee, passed the MOOC Procter examination.
Suppose, the marks score obtained in MOOC by the student is 45 /75 : 15/ 25 & the result in
percentage is 60. Then the total marks score obtained in MOOC will be converted in accordance

with the grade format & marks pattern (80:20 etc.) given in B.A (Sanskrit) course ordinances.

Converted MOOC result will be placed with following wordings: SWAYAM Online Course:

Introduction to Spoken Sanskrit in his B.A. first semester mark sheet instead of the university

prescribed course name i.e. Sanskrit.
Due to some unavoidable reason, if a concerned student gets failure or absent in MOOC’s
Proctor Online exams— (then, the student can go through any one of the options given below)
Option-1 (Attempt in Next Semester)

The university will declare result as failure or absent under the course title SWAYAM
Online Course as given in item no.9. Hereafter, the student needs to write a detailed request
letter and forward through the college principal/ HoD to the university office for availing the
same MOOC or any MOOC (recommended by University MOOC Committee) for enrolment
in next semester. The student will write the same MOOC or any MOOC (recommended by
University MOOC Committee) during the semester and provide details of qualified MOOC
through the college principal/ head of the department to the university exam office at least well
prior the last date of final semester examination form submission. It’s compulsory to send
details of qualified MOOC at least before the last date of final semester examination form
submission to the university and the concerned SWAYAM Mentor/college principal/ head of
the department will be fully responsible for that.
Option-2 (May be permitted to attend the university prescribed course exam in the same Sem.)

Before the commencement of the University examinations in the relevant semester,
MOOQOC failure student in the same semester may request through the college principal/ head of
the department to the university exam office to grant permission to write the written and internal
examinations of the university prescribed course. However, the forwarded application /request
letter in this regard, must be received in the examination section before the commencement of
the university examination in the relevant session. It will be the responsibility of the concerned
student/mentor/principal/ department head to confirm the relevant permission given by the
university examination section. Only after the confirmation, the written & internal examination
of university prescribed course will be acceptable.
This will be allowed to register for written and internal university prescribed course
examinations instead of MOOC in further semesters; if a student constantly fails in proctored
examinations but gets at least (10/25) passing score or more than 10/25 passing score in
internal/assignment marks during the MOOC. Hereafter, the details regarding SWAYAM
Online Course (given in item 10 option-1) will be replaced with university course result as
usual. This option will enable a MOOC failure student to finally succeed the university
programme and his / her mark sheet will remain the same as that of a normal student.
In special Cases like nation-wide pandemic/lockdown like Covid-19 etc., if SWAYAM could
not organize the proctored online examinations, in such cases, the University MOOC
Committee can also specify any appropriate plan like to use of obtained internal assignment
scores of concerned MOOC and submission of a suitable evaluation artefact (paper pen test or

mcq tests) as mentioned by the committee in such cases. Accordingly university exam section
will proceed the same.

The University MOOC Committee may also recommend some MOOCs in each semester,
which are relevant to the university prescribed courses and can be considered for as Internal
Marks in university prescribed courses. This recommendation only intends to develop the
engagement & interest of all students in online courses.

For that, students do not need to write MOOC proctored exams. Only they have to learn
the courses and submit the assignments regularly online. In end of the enrolled MOOC:s,
Course-Mentor teachers will submit the assignment scores/marks of concerned students to the
concerned department & the department to university exam section. By the way, a number of
MOOCs may be considered for internal marks in university prescribed courses. Conversion of
MOOCs Assignments Marks/Score in university internal marks will be as mentioned in item
no.8.

Decisions of the University MOOC Committee will be approved & stand valid to further
process through the special permission (with suggestions, if any) of the honorable vice
chancellor; in case of, the board of studies /academic council may not be able to meet every
semester in Jan and July.

The amendments in regard of pattern of marks, duration and allotted credits for MOOCs are
implementable with special permission in accordance with the guidelines published on UGC-
MOQOCs website.
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
